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Position Summary 

 
Operates in a diverse environment to help fulfill the Library’s mission and strategic goals by 
providing comprehensive, patron-focused public services, planning/conducting services, or 
participating in targeted activities for Makerspaces and Studios. This position requires 
flexibility, collaboration, communication, and the ability to identify priorities and shift focus 
quickly. 

Essential Functions 

Functions listed are intended only as illustrations of the various types of work performed. The omission of 
specific duties does not exclude them from the position if the work is similar, related or a logical 
assignment to the position. 
 

▪ Plans and conducts programs, classes, and trainings District-wide for patrons (ages 9 and up) and 
staff for the Makerspaces and Studios 

▪ Serves as an effective team member by providing leadership for specialized projects, such as All 
Pikes Peak Makes,  services such as Discovery Kits, , programs and activities such as Repair 
Café. 

▪ Serves as a liaison between the Programming Department, Strategy & Innovation, and 
Branches. 

▪ Provides work direction for assigned projects; provides guidance and training to other staff 
pertaining to the Makerspaces equipment and software 

▪ Acts as a special resource provider for PPLD’s Makerspaces and Studios.  
▪ Assist patrons and staff in the Makerspaces with a variety of machinery (including 3D printers, 

laser cutters, CNC machines, sewing and embroidery machines, etc.). Ability to troubleshoot 
technology.  

▪ May coordinate and engage in community outreach and offsite programming to expand 
visibility and partnerships with the Library and the maker community.     

▪ Promotes library services through tours, demonstrations, talks, and displays. May develop and 
teach classes on technology and equipment or other maker topics.  

▪ Supports the Makerspace LibGuides. Generates and publishes the monthly Makerspace 
newsletter. Contributes as editor to the internal Intranet page. Creates content for PPLD’s 
website.  

▪ Facilitates District-wide staff meetings for Makerspace and Studio staff; contributes to the 
quarterly Strategic and Innovation District meetings, and biweekly department meetings.  

▪ Utilizes specific service area expertise to provide specialized and advanced level of assistance 
and information within general library services in the library, via telephone or virtually.  

▪  
▪ Compiles and analyzes data and research to assist with decision-making; makes 

recommendations for new initiatives or solutions to challenges. Anticipates challenges due to 
seasonal workflow, emerging technology, and evolving community dynamics; helps set 
priorities for adapting to systemic change. 

▪ Provides excellent customer service and maintains a courteous, positive image of the Library; 
maintains confidentiality in all patron and staff interactions; models exemplary customer 
service behaviors for Library staff.

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Additional Duties and Responsibilities 

Duties are considered non-essential and include the following: 
 
▪ Keeps informed about library and department information. 
▪ Attends regular department meetings and scheduled All-staff meetings. 
▪ May act as person-in-charge as assigned; assumes responsibility for safe and effective 

operation of the library; ensures that security and safety reports are completed 
accurately and submitted as required.  

▪ Performs other job-related duties as assigned. 
 

Required Knowledge, Skills, and Abilities 

The employee is expected to perform or possess the following: 
 

▪ Thorough knowledge of the Pikes Peak Library District’s policies and procedures and 
ability to follow them. 

▪ General knowledge on makerspace equipment (Prusa 3D Printers and scanners, laser 
cutters, CNC machines, Brother’s Sewing machines and embroidery machines, kilns, 
Silhouette machines.) 

▪ General knowledge on makerspace software (PrusaSlicer, TinkerCad, and InkStitch), and 
knowledge on  vector and rastor images.  

▪ Ability to act as an ambassador of Pikes Peak Library District by promoting its mission 
and vision to the public. 

▪ Demonstrates thorough knowledge of library trends, processes, and best practices. 
▪ Demonstrates flexibility to actively support change in order to meet strategic goals and 

objectives. 
▪ Demonstrates excellent verbal and written communication skills; maintains effective 

relationships with patrons, coworkers, and with staff at all levels. 
▪ Demonstrates commitment to principles of intellectual freedom and all aspects of 

customer diversity. 
▪ Ability to work independently and effectively organize daily work under general 

supervision. 
▪ Ability to effectively train others.  
▪ Ability to work as part of a team, demonstrating an excellent customer service attitude. 
▪ Demonstrates ability to effectively use applications software, including Microsoft 365, 

SharePoint, Word, Excel, , and Outlook, Integrated Library Systems, along with standard 
office equipment.  

▪ Demonstrates ability to exhibit sound judgment and demeanor in public interactions; 
thinks and acts appropriately under pressure. 

▪ Demonstrates ability to work effectively as a team member, organize daily work and 
meet deadlines in a fast-paced, detail-rich environment.

Education and Experience:  

 
1. Requires a Master’s degree in library science or library information science. 
2. Requires a minimum of two years of library experience.   
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3. For some positions, experience in working with foreign language materials and/or specialized 
formats and equipment is preferred. 

4. Bilingual ability is a plus in serving a diverse community 
  
Physical and Environmental Conditions:  

Work is primarily conducted in an office setting that provides comfortable lighting, temperature, 
and air conditions. Position requires the ability to sit and use a computer or standard office 
equipment for extended periods. Position requires the ability to stand for extended periods of time. 
Position requires the ability to occasionally reach, bend, climb, twist and squat. Position requires the 
ability to lift up to 35 pounds. Position requires the ability to push a loaded book truck.   
 
Work environment involves everyday risks or discomforts that require normal safety precautions 
typical of such places as offices or meeting rooms, e.g., use of safe workplace practices with office 
equipment, and/or avoidance of trips and falls and observance of fire regulations. 
 
This position is eligible for telecommuting with supervisor approval and based on employee 
performance. Employees will be required to attend in-person meetings, trainings, or events at the 
Library as directed by their supervisor or as necessary for the performance of their job duties. 
 

Conditions of Employment:     

All selected candidates… 
 
▪ are required to complete a Department of Homeland Security I-9 Form at the time of hire and
